Acts 13:30-41

Can you have Easter without the resurrection? Is it enough to believe that Jesus died for
sin? Would Jesus still be saviour if his body had remained in the tomb? Many people
today would want to deny the reality of the resurrection, make it an unnecessary relic of a
past age, as it seems so far fetched and offends our scientific minds. But as Paul continues
his sermon in Acts 13 he shows us that a 'resurrection-free' Easter is no good news at all,
that in Jesus' resurrection we have the wonderful assurance that God is trustworthy, that
our sin is gone, and death has been defeated.
